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       Whitehall School – Terms and Conditions
Application For Admission

Pupils are admitted to Foundation from three years and may attend part-time. From the start of Reception, all pupils attend full time. Entrance is by assessment and interview. A non-refundable fee is payable for each child registered. Applications for entrance can be made at any time.

Fees

Fees are payable in full to the school, in advance, on or before the first day of each term. Overdue accounts will attract a late fee payment charge. The school reserves the right to exclude pupils for non-payment of fees.

Fees will not be refunded on account of illness or absence.

The levels of registration fee, termly fee and late fee charge are reviewed periodically.

Notice Of Withdrawal

It is a condition of entry to the school that a full term’s notice in writing, by letter and not e-mail, to the Head-teacher must be given when it is intended to withdraw a pupil. A term constitutes an academic term so that in order to provide a ‘full term’s notice’, notice must be given prior to the first day of the preceding academic term. In default of such notice, a full term’s fees in lieu of notice will be charged.

If the Head-teacher considers any pupil to be unable or unwilling to profit by the education and/or opportunities provided by the school, or in cases of breach of school rules, he may suspend the pupil’s attendance or require withdrawal.

Classes

Pupils will be taught in Year Groups with class sizes of 12-16 on average. Year Groups may be joined if pupil numbers drop below these limits.

Health During School Day

During the school day, 8:45 am – 4:00 pm, a school first aider will look after pupils who become unwell or are injured, in the first instance. If a child is ill or has an accident, parents/carers are informed as soon as possible. 

Before pupils leave school they must report to the office. Visits to the dentist should be arranged during the school holidays as far as is possible.

Insurance

Parents are responsible for insuring pupils’ personal effects.

Policies

Parents should be aware of policies including uniform, homework and attendance and support the school in their implementation.

General Statement

These terms and conditions may be added to or amended at the discretion of the Head​teacher and Board of Directors and their provisions will apply during the whole period that a pupil attends the school. Admission to, and retention in, the school are conditional on parents and pupils accepting and complying with these terms and conditions.

The school prospectus does not form part of the terms and conditions, but describes the broad principles on which the school is currently run, and whilst accurate at time of printing, individual aspects are subject to change and development.
